Minimum Coursework Requirements

Minimum Coursework Requirements: The Secondary Education Department
requires a minimum of 50% (one-half) of the Professional Education sequence
coursework be completed through Woodring College of Education. This 50%
does not include the full-time student teaching internship that must be completed
through the Woodring Office of Field Experiences. These minimum requirements
have been established in order to assure that faculty gain familiarity with each
individual’s qualifications, competence and readiness for the teaching profession.

. Students who leave WWU and return after completing education coursework

through another accredited university, will be required to:

1. Meet all current Woodring College Teacher Education admissions and post-
admissions requirements in place at the time before being re-admitted to the
program

2. Meet all current State, program and content competencies and standards
included in Western’s Secondary Teacher Education professional education
program and academic endorsement requirements

3. Meet minimum coursework requirements
